PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Kim Kreh	
· New dock is being installed in Lake Vista behind Spinnaker Point where the previous dock was and will feature 2 benches, a kayak launch and an open side for cast-off fishing. Expect installation within the next 30-days. 

COMMITTEE UPDATES
	
ARC Committee – Pam Logan
· The committee processed 9 architectural review requests and 10 community letters. 
· Created new Association Complaint Form to be used for general complaints. Form will be available on the Lake Vista POA website. 

Pool & Social Committee – Holly Snead on behalf of Heidi VandeHoef-Gunn
· Social center improvements and new playground area. 
· Live music now available during social events! 
· Pool Guest Policy: Two non-household guests are allowed per visit, per household.  
· Non-household grandchildren, children, grandparents and parents are welcome WITH the resident throughout the pool season and do not count toward the guest limit.
· Any additional guests $5 per person. Payment method to be determined by Heidi. 
· Christmas Luminaries raised funds that were donated to the Bedford County Animal Shelter.
· Check the calendar on LakeVistaPOA.com for events and activities. 

MANAGEMENT REPORT – Holly Snead
· No increase in dues for LVPOA. 
· Reserves are 100% funded per the Reserve Study through 2024.
· $50,000 contribution to reserves for 2024-2025.
· Anticipated $80,000 contribution for 2025-2026.
· Tennis Court Resurfacing project anticipated this year. 

Lakes and Grounds Committee
· Committee is temporarily inactive and the Board is working to re-establish their role and duties.  
· Great water quality in Lake Vista (top 25% in the state per SOLitude Lake Management).
· Removed some bass and added feeder fish to promote growth as well as leaving edges of the lake more natural so new offspring can thrive.  
· Annual Dam inspection occurred on 4/11/25.
Lakes and Grounds Committee continued
· Bears are in the neighborhood. Do not put out bird or wild life feeders to reduce attraction from bears. Do not feed any wildlife. 
· Stray canoe washed ashore between Oak Point and Spinnaker Point near the picnic tables. 

OLD BUSINESS
· Over 30 geese eggs have been oiled for population control and at least 7 nests have been identified this spring.
· Open to ideas to reduce speeding on Lake Vista Drive. 
· Open to petition or ideas for an enforceable leash law within the community. 
· Volunteers, ideas and feedback are always welcome for committees and Board of Directors. 

NEW BUSINESS
· Looking into possible options for fob-style entry to the Social Center to allow more opportunity for rental use. Security and check-out procedures are a concern. 
· Stewart Langley has made a proposal for an easement through the meadow on Cottontown Road for access to the pumping station for Ridgeview Apartments.
· $10,000 compensation offered, being reviewed by Attorney Jim Richards and Board of Directors. 

MATTERS FROM THE FLOOR
· Concerns expressed for trash at Walnut Ridge. 
· Concerns expressed for exterior painting at Sunset Ridge. 
· When is the playground available for use? Now! 
· Some residents expressed a need for pool pass system so adult extended family members can use the facility without the resident owner having to be present. Concerns discussed for security, public access, liability. 
· Tennis Court timeline? Not available yet. The Board is in the entering the bidding and selection process.   
· Concerns expressed for crows and geese. 
· Concerns expressed for the blind spot when exiting Sunset Ridge.
